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Abstract
This research is a secondary analysis based on data from the World Values Survey (2020), examining the factors
influencing value and attitudinal distinctions within the Iranian family institution. The aims of this study is to identify
and analyze patterns of change in attitudes and beliefs related to family, sexual relationships, domestic violence,
gender roles, and social responsibilities in Iranian society. The results indicate that social attitudes in Iran are
undergoing changes influenced by factors such as age, gender, economic status, and cultural developments. The
majority of respondents (71.9%) oppose premarital sexual relationships, but generational gaps and positive changes
are observed regarding abortion and divorce. Additionally, society is increasingly opposed to violence against
women and children. Data analysis reveals that individuals with university education and urban residents hold more
modern attitudes towards social issues. Furthermore, economic status influences attitudes; as income increases,
acceptance of abortion and divorce rises. These changes are particularly evident among younger generations and
those with better economic status. These findings underscore the need for policymakers and social planners to pay
attention to these changes and adopt approaches that align with social transformations
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Introduction

Individuals’ perspectives, values, and attitudes are constantly influenced by
various factors, leading to changes in their views and behaviors. Several elements
play a role in shaping these shifts, including economic, social, and cultural factors.
The outcomes of these influences permeate society and manifest in various forms.
Therefore, this study is written to examine the prevailing value and attitudinal
distinctions within the family institution. The theory considered in the present
research is Inglehart's theory, with all research findings interpreted within its
framework. This theory emphasizes the impact of economics and other factors on
individuals' materialism and post-materialism, explaining how prevailing
conditions lead individuals toward post-materialism and, consequently, shape
their perspectives and attitudes.

Method and Data

The research method employed in this study is analytical, utilizing secondary
analysis of data collected from the 2020 World Survey to investigate the variables
of interest. The software used for this analysis is SPSS, which relies on Pearson
correlation test and t-test to analyze the variables and extracts their significance
and correlation.

Findings

The research findings indicate significant changes in attitudes and social
justifications across various domains, including premarital sexual relationships,
abortion, divorce, and domestic violence. According to the data, 71.9% of
respondents strongly oppose premarital sexual relationships, reflecting the
influence of traditional social and cultural norms. Additionally, 58.7% are against
abortion, while 41.3% hold neutral or favorable views, indicating shifting attitudes
in this area. Regarding divorce, 54.1% of respondents have neutral or opposing
views, and only 4.5% consider it a suitable option. These statistics highlight the
tensions between family commitments and social changes. Furthermore, 79.3%
explicitly disapprove wife-beating by husband, demonstrating a growing concern
for women's human rights. Pearson correlation analysis also reveals that as age
increase, attitudes toward premarital sexual relationships, abortion, and divorce
become more negative. On the other hand, individuals with university education
hold more positive attitudes toward these issues. For instance, the average score
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for justifying premarital sexual relationships among university-educated
individuals is 2.44, which is higher than the average of non-university educated
individuals (2.18). Finally, the results indicate that income also has a significant
impact on attitudes; as income increases, attitudes towards abortion and divorce
become more positive. These changes reflect cultural and social transformations
in society that require further attention and investigation.

Discussion and conclusion

The results of this research indicate significant changes in social attitudes toward
sensitive issues such as premarital sexual relationships, abortion, and divorce.
While 71.9% of respondents strongly oppose premarital sexual relationships,
58.7% also have a negative view of abortion, but 41.3% hold neutral or favorable
views, reflecting cultural shifts in this area. Additionally, 54.1% have a neutral or
negative stance toward divorce, with 4.5% accepting it as a suitable option.
Furthermore, the results show that 79.3% and 71.1% oppose violence against
women and children, respectively, reflecting society's attention to human and
ethical rights. Also, 67.3% emphasize the importance of childbearing, and 50.3%
agree with women earning more than their husbands. These finding suggest that
social and cultural changes are taking place, with education, age, and place of
residence influencing attitudes. Overall, these results demonstrate a positive trend
the acceptance of social responsibilities and human rights in society, which could
lead to more profound transformations in social structures.
